The essay should address 
how the designer/firm demonstrated outstanding effort and leadership in 
educating and inspiring you about the profession. Include specific information 
on activities your took part in, exposure to the field, and your plans for 
ongoing mentoring. Your essay should be between 500-750 words in length, 
double spaced, and in a standard font. Please include your name, address, 
email, and telephone number on the front cover of your essay.

The winner and all other entrants will be notified via e-mail in early April 
2011. The winning essay will be announced in a press release and featured on 
the IIDA Foundation's web site, the Spring issue of quad, IIDA's student 
newsletter, and DesignMatters.

There is no cost to participate in the 2011 Lloy Hack Essay Competition. 
Entrants must have participated in IIDA's Student Mentoring Week 2011,  
February 21-25, 2011. 

The student who authors the winning essay will receive $1,000.

Your essay must be received at IIDA Headquarters by Friday, March 18, 2011.
